1. Go to the Benin visa application website. 

 

2. Click “New Application.”

3. Type your information and click “send.” 

 



 

4. The system will inform you that they’ve sent you an email. Go to your email and click on the link they sent.  

 

5. The link will take you to Benin eVisa page. Once there, fill in the “personal data” section.  



6. Fill in the “visa data” section.  

 

 

 

Select “eVisa – 30- 

days – Single entry” 

Select “no” 

You will be 

reimbursed for the 

cost of your eVisa.

7. Fill in the “travel data” section. 

 

Type “none” if you have never 

stayed in Benin;  

If you have, type in the dates of your 

previous stay. 

Type the date you will arrive in 

Benin.  

Type in the number of days you will 

stay in Benin.  

Please type this verbatim.  

Type “Return flight: your airline 

carrier, flight number, date, time” 

Please type this verbatim.  

 



 

8. Fill in the “passport data” section using your personal passport information.  



9. Check the box certifying the above information in correct, then click “send.” 

 

 



 

10. Review your information. Modify if necessary. Otherwise, click “send data.” 

 



11. The system will generate a “secure payment” page as shown below. Accept the General Terms of Use, then click “pay.” 

 



12. Pay for your eVISA using your personal credit or debit card information. *CRS’ Famer to Farmer will reimburse you for the cost of 

your eVisa in USD. We will calculate your reimbursement using this website on the day your reimbursement is submitted.  

 

13. Once your payment has been accepted, your application is complete! You will receive an email entitled “Votre demande 

de eVisa a été approuvée” to the email address you provided. Your eVisa is attached in PDF format.  

 

14.  As stipulated in the email in, print your eVisa on a black sheet of paper and keep it in your passport. This document will be 

mandatory to enter the Republic of Benin.
