
The step-by-step guide to applying for your 

Nepal eVisa 

 
 

Important items to note:  
• Nepal has options for both an online and on arrival visa. We recommend volunteers get their visas 

online ahead of time to avoid long immigration lines at the airport.  

• Please wait to submit your visa application 15 days prior to arrival in country. The system will not 

accept any applications earlier than 15 days.  

• Your passport must be valid for at least six months, and you will need a whole free page for your 

visa. 

• Please ensure that you have the required cash on hand (in US dollars) to pay for your visa at the 

airport. You will not be able to pay by card. 

• The following document will guide you through the online application process. Please note you will 

need the following before you begin your online visa application process:  

o A digital copy of your passport bio page 

o Digital passport photo  

• It’s a good idea to keep a few passport photos with your passport so they are immediately handy 

for other permits, visa applications and other official documents.

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Visa Application process details  

1. Go to the Nepal department of immigration website  

2. Select –> Visa Pre-Arrival  

a. Select your entry point –> Tribhuvan International Airport (TIA) 

b. Select visa type -> Tourist Visa  

3. Fill out your personal information as appropriate and proceed 

4. Passport type -> Ordinary 

5. Visa option -> 15 days. Unless you plan to stay beyond the meeting days. Visa cost: 15 days = $30 

USD, 30 days = $50 USD 

6. Purpose of Visa -> Tourism  

7. Address in Nepal:  Hotel Kutumba, Kupondole, Lalitpur, Nepal 

8. Check, only if applicable (Optional) -> do not select anything  

9. Select proceed  

10. If all your information has been correctly entered, the next page will confirm your application 

submission (screenshot below) Please download and print a copy of the application prior to your 

departure and present it at immigration on arrival in Nepal.   

a. Please also take $30-50 in cash with you for your visa fee which you will pay at the airport. 

(15 Days – 30 USD - 30 Days – 50 USD)

Upon Arrival in Kathmandu TIA:  

Please follow these simple procedures for your tourist visa:  

1st Step 

• You will have to fill out your “arrival form” 

(photo right) 

o Please write down tourism as your 

purpose of visit.  

• Take out your copy of your printed visa 

application submission and your passenger 

locator and health declaration form 

2nd Step   

• Pay for your visa according to your visa 

requirement (15/30/90 Days) 

• Get the receipt  

While you can use different modes of 

payments (at visa fees collection counter), 

we advise you to carry some cash to be on 

the safe side. 

3rd Step   

• Proceed to the Immigration Desk with 

your online forms, payment receipts and 

your passport 

• Hand in your documents to immigration 

officer for visa processing. When asked 

please let the immigration officer know 

that you are visiting Nepal as a tourist.  
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
